Positions are open until filled,
meaning in some cases they are
filled on a first come first served
basis. Please apply early for your
best chances at being
considered!

We are not able to extend
volunteer positions to parents
during the camp session. We
appreciate your understanding.

e To be a Junior Counselor:

Must have one full summer
between your last year as a camper
and applying for a JC position.
Volunteering at camp in between is
a great way to show us what you can
do! For example, if your last year as
a camper was in 2010, you will be
eligible to apply as a JC in 2012.

Submit your staff application forms
early for best chances of being
considered! We typically hire 1
male and 1 female JC per year, so
apply early!

As soon as application materials are
available, we will start the hiring
process

You can expect to see forms for 2011
on the website in January 2011.

®* To be a Counselor:

Typically we hire counselors who
have previously been Junior
Counselors, but this is not a
requirement

We tend to hire approximately 5
female and 5 male counselors.
